Objectives: 

Overall 

· Activate and strengthen the Egyptian women’s role for better participation within varied legislature in the Egyptian society.    

Specific 

1) Promote the role of current female Members of Parliament in the People’s Assembly and Local councils in the selected governorates during a year. 

2) Raise awareness of the Egyptian women’s role within legislature through media means in the selected governorates during a year. 
the achievements: 

EADDLA implemented the project’s activities that had been started in organizing them during the pervious phase (Oct 1, 2008 to Dec 31, 2008), these activities are as following:  
· To prepare a training manual for the Program of Building Capacity of  Female Members of Local Councils (a copy of the manual is attached):

EADDLA formed a committee to check the received statements relating to producing the training manual. The committee included: Ahmed Abdel Hamed Mohsen (Project Manager & EADDLA’s chairman), Ahmed Salama (the treasurer), Hala Abou Al-Enein (Technical Support Unit Manager), and Marco Yousef (Financial Director).  The committee chose a statement was submitted by Mr. Rami Mohsen which was the best one of what were received. EADDLA contracted with him to design and print out the training manual of the Program of Building Capacity of Female Members of Local Councils.150 copies of the training manual were printed out. 
EADDLA started preparing to carry out training course- including 15 training days- for female members of local councils. The training course aims to enhance the performance of female members of local councils -25 participants in each training. 

EADDLA set some criteria to select female members of local councils who are going to participate in the training course; the Selecting Criteria are as follows:  
· To represent a constituency of the targeted governorates 

· The proportion of new female members’ participation in the local council is highest of who had participated before.     

Enhancing female members’ participation in the local councils:  
EADDLA carried out 5 3-day trainings for female members of local councils in the following governorates: (Cairo, Giza, El-Qalubaya, Dakahliya, and New Valley). EADDLA carried out the training through two phases as follows:

First: Preparation  

· EADDLA announced their need to trainers through correspondence with number trainers who have experiences and qualified in the trainings course topics. 
· EADDLA contracted with the best offers were submitted for the training course. 

· EADDLA developed an agenda for each training and set dates for implementing.
Second: Implementation 
1) The first training took place in Sui-In Hotel, Giza from October 11 – 13, 2008 for female members of local councils from Giza governorate. The training was conducted by Mr.  Tarek Beltagy, Mrs. Rabha Fathi, and Amal Mahmoud. (The photos are attached) 
2) The second training took place in San Gorge Hotel, Cairo from October 18 – 20, 2008 for female members of local councils from Cairo governorate. The training was conducted by Mr.  Khalid Ali Abdu, Mrs. Rabha Fathi, and Mrs. Fardous Mohammad Mahmoud. 
3) The third training took place in Marshal Al-Gezira Hotel, Dakahliya from October 28 – 30, 2008 for female members of local councils from Dakahliya governorate. The training was conducted by Mr.  Ihab Ebrahim Ema’ail , Mrs. Fardous Mohammad Mahmoud, and Mrs. Rabha Fathi.
4) The fourth training took place in Shapard Hotel, El-Qalubaya from November 10 – 12, 2008 for female members of local councils from El-Qalubaya governorate. The training was conducted by Mr.  Negad Al-Borai , and Mr. Rami Mohsen. 

5) The fifth training took place in Media Hall, New Valley from December 25 – 27, 2008 for female members of local councils from New Valley governorate. The training was conducted by Mr. Tarek Beltagy. 
The five trainings addressed the following topics: 

· The Egyptian political regime, the local council and their progress. 

· The laws and legislations that organized the legislature 

· The organizational structure of the local councils and its relation of executive bodies. 

· The censorship’s role of local councils

· The role and duties of People’s Assembly and its immunity.  

· How to identify the issues of community

· The barriers face women during their work in the local councils

· Mechanisms of activating female members within local councils in their communities 

·  The ways of strengthen the role of women within the local councils  
Monitoring the media coverage to support women’s participation in the legislature:  
The Technical Support and Media Unit prepared a report from the daily newspapers on the most important new and articles on women’s status in the Egyptian society particularly their role with in the legislature.  
Website: 
The data and all information relating to the implemented activities of the project were gathered to upload them on a website of the project. Therefore, EADDLA is selecting the technical and financial offers of designing the website.  
Database for female members including Shoura Council, People’s Assembly, and Local councils: 

 A database was set up of information and data on female members (Shoura Council, People’s Assembly, and local councils). The database includes a personal data on the female members such as the partisan and political affiliation, the training course were provided to them, their needs that they are expecting to achieve them through communicating with the NGOs and civil society organizations, as well as the obstacles which encounter their roles within the local council. The data was collected from the female member through a questionnaire was designed including a set of questions.   
Publications: 

The Technical Support and Media Unit prepared three guidebooks, the first on People’s Assembly, the second on Shoura Council, and the third on local councils. As well as a booklet was prepared on women’s role and their empowerment of participation.

All those publications are going to print out in the final form during the upcoming phase of the project.   [image: image5.png]
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
